8 HEBREW NAMES OF GOD – DECLARE WHO GOD IS 

 

 

Jehovah-Shammah- “God is Always Present with me.” (Ezekiel 48:35) 

You are here! I am never alone! 

 

Jehovah-Tsidkenu- “God is my Righteousness”   (Jer. 23:6) 

I have direct access to you always because of Jesus!   

 

Jehovah-M’Kiddish- “God is my Sanctification”  (Lev. 20:8) 

You make me like Jesus. 

 

Jehovah-Shalom- “God is my Peace”   (Judges 6:24) 

You give me peace in spite of circumstances! 

 

Jehovah-Rophe- “God is my Healer”   (Exodus 15:26) 

You heal my body, emotions, mind, relationships. 

 

Jehovah-Jireh- “God is my Provider”    (Gen. 22:14) 

You see and provide what I need before I even ask! 

 

Jehovah-Rohi- “God is my Shepherd”    (Psa. 23:1) 

You lead me, feed me and protect me. 

 

Jehovah-Nissi- “God is my Banner”   (Exodus 17:15) 

You are my victory in conflict and confrontation!
